Need we say that on that first 
Field Day there was no tent, no tractor tours, 
no committees, and no automobiles. The staff 
and guest came on the trolley or drove a horse

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Mount Carmel Farm Purchased
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The Station has bought [late 1910] a farm of twenty 
[19.6] acres at Mount Carmel [for $6,000 from 
Annie McLaughlin with monies provided by the 
Lockwood Trust est. in 1896], not far from the city, 
including a small house for the caretaker, has set out 
an orchard of apples and peaches for experiment, has 
begun an experiment on the effect both on the crop 
and on the soil of fertilizers and manures, and 
another on the handling of an old and neglected 
orchard.
