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The Connecticut Act Regulating the Distribution, Sale and
Transportation of Pesticides is administered by the Commission-
er of Agriculture and Natural Resources, It requires that all
pesticides shall be sampled under the joint direction of the Com-
missioner and the Director of The Connecticut Agricultural Ex-
periment Station. This Station is required to purchase and analyze
samples of brands of pesticides offered for sale in Connecticut.
Results of such analyses are tobe published in‘the bulletins of the
Station with such information regarding the character, composi-
tion, and use thereof as may be of public interest and importance.

The bulletin is in the form of a table presenting the number
of samples from each manufacturer analyzed, the number of defi-
ciencies found for each of the various components of the formula-
tions, and the average percent of claim found for each component.
The results for 215 samples of pesticide formulations produced by
45 manufacturers are summarized,
