Digitization is now central to most activities in museums. This is notably true in
natural history museums, given the meteoric rise of the internet and the online
ubiquity of collections/biodiversity data, among other trends. This presentation
looks at ways the Peabody Museum and particularly its Entomology Division have
been embracing the digital age, and how this is leading to broader engagement
both within the university and across kindred institutions.
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
