“There is plenty of room at the bottom,” a speech given by Richard Feynman in 1959,
preceded the rapid development of nanotechnology. With the continuous growth in the
number of products containing engineered nanomaterials (ENMS) since the beginning of
the 21% century, “nano” has become a topic of interest among people, including the
scientific community. While we enjoy the benefits that nanotechnology offers, such as
antimicrobial socks, conductive inks, transparent sunscreens, etc., the ENMs contained
will inadvertently or intentionally end up in the soil, air or water. In this talk, Dr.
