MOTION OF CONNECTICUT COALITION AGAINST MILLSTONE AND PROPOSED PARTIES TO INSPECT SITE 
AND ENGAGE IN FURTHER RELATED DISCOVERY
     The Connecticut Coalition Against Millstone (“CCAM”) and proposed parties Geralyn Cote Winslow, Clarence O. Reynolds, William H. Honan and Dr. Milton  C. Burton (collectively, the “movants”) respectfully move for leave to inspect and photograph the site of the applicant’s proposed nuclear waste storage repository forthwith and to engage in further related discovery.
     In support of this petition, the movants represent as follows:

     1. On or about December 16, 2003, CCAM received information that Dominion Nuclear Connecticut, Inc. (“Dominion”) had begun preliminary site preparation and earth movement at the site of its proposed longterm nuclear waste repository at the Millstone Nuclear Power Station.
     2. Determining the source of such information to be credible, CCAM contacted Waterford First Selectman Paul B. Eccard, a party to these proceedings, and requested he investigate.

     3. Mr. Eccard dispatched Thomas V. Wagner, Waterford Planning Director, who was escorted to the site on December 17, 2003 in the company of Forrest Kocon, Dominion’s Supervisor of Facilities Projects and Engineering Groups.
     4. Mr. Wagner confirmed that Dominion had engaged in earth movement activities in the exact location it proposes to build a facility for 20 dry casks for storage of high-level radioactive waste pursuant to its pending application to the Connecticut Siting Council.
     5. Mr. Wagner prepared a report of his inspection, a copy of which is annexed hereto. In his report, Mr. Wagner stated that “the action described presumes approval of the location of the 20 casks.”

     7. As the Siting Council is aware, it had not yet granted approval to Dominion to construct the facility. Indeed, the Siting Council had not even concluded the evidentiary portion of the proceedings.

     9. Therefore, Dominion should have had no cause whatsoever to presume the Siting Council’s approval of the location of the 20 casks.

    10. In order to create a complete record in these proceedings, and to preserve their rights and interests in the event of an appeal, the movants move that they be permitted to inspect the site to determine independently the extent to which Dominion has proceeded with construction of the proposed facility.

     11. In addition, the movants move that they be permitted to engage in further discovery related to this development, including by filing written requests to Dominion in order to ascertain when it authorized commencement of the described action, the name(s) of the individual(s) responsible for such authorization, the scope and timing of the work involved, whether Dominion sought and/or obtained authorization from the Town of Waterford and/or the Siting Council to engage in such action and, if so, when, and whether Dominion engaged in communications with the Office of the Attorney General, a party hereto, prior to engaging in such action and, if so, when.
     12. The movants move that they be granted leave to inspect the site forthwith by themselves or in the company of the Siting Council and parties to these proceedings by means of the “Never-Neverland Express”
 or other convenient means of transport.

     13. With regard to their request to photograph the site, the movants are amenable to any appropriate and legitimate restrictions on dissemination of photographs to the extent that their dissemination might pose a risk to the security of the public and the Millstone Nuclear Power Station.
