Lucia Cacchio of Cuddy and Feder spoke representing North Atlantic 
Towers and AT&T and gave an overview of the proposed providing a 
technical report new wireless facility requesting municipal consultation 
before applying to the CT Citing Council. 
 
The proposal is a 150 foot monopole facility located in the northern 
portion of the parcel, and the parcel is little over 50 acres. 100 foot by 100 
foot lease area, fenced equipment compound 75 feet by 75 feet. 
 
Aj Desantis - Infinity Engineering 
The parcel is owned by Gufaston, the setbacks are shown with 402 foot 
setback. Technicians servicing the site would visit once or twice a month 
checking on equipment. It will be designed to accommodate future carriers 
and the initial tenant would be AT & T.  
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The Commission felt the proposed site was a good choice.  D. Minnich 
questioned why Crestbrook Park was not their site of choice.  Ms Cacchio 
said this site is suitable for their purposes.  The Town of Watertown has a 
deed restriction that does not allow a cell tower use on the property.  D. 
Minnich requested Ms. Mulcahy determine the status getting the deed 
restriction removed for the area of the cell tower.

Meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. 

 

First Selectman Mone, Selectman Barrett, Sr. and Selectman Scheppard were present.  Deborah 

Bournival, Administrative Assistant to the First Selectman, was available to take the minutes. 

 

Approval of Minutes: 

 

A motion was made by Selectman Scheppard to approve the minutes of the June 21, 2011 

regular meeting as presented.  Motion was seconded by Selectman Barrett, Sr.  With all in favor, 

motion carries. 

 

Old Business/Road Improvement Plan Update: 

 

First Selectman Mone began with the highlights of the report from BL Companies re: Valley 

View Road.  BL Companies conducted several site visits to observe the existing conditions of the 

roadway surface and drainage system.  It was determined that Valley View was not constructed 

with an appropriate pavement structure. It is their recommendation that a full depth 

reconstruction of Valley View Road be completed as well as the installation of underdrains in the 

vicinity of the low point in the roadway.  The full depth pavement reconstruction shall consist of 

1.5” of Class 2 bituminous concrete pavement on 2.5” of Class 2 bituminous concrete pavement 

on 6” of granular base on 12” of subbase (a total of 18” of pavement will have to be dug out and 

replaced). 

 

BL Companies was retained to provide an opinion of probable construction cost for various 

roads throughout the Town as part of the Town’s road rehabilitation plan. The following is an 

update on the roads for 2011: 
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The town attorney confirmed the fact that the Town is responsible for cleaning out the pond.  

Paul will need to borrow an excavator from another town to get the job done.  We need a dry 

season before we can begin.
