1. COS COB SUBSTATION 

 
During the month of October, the following work was completed: 

• Maintenance of erosion and sedimentation controls, as appropriate.   

• The transfer of the existing 1750 115-kV line over to its new position was completed in addition to 

the demolition of an existing lattice tower.  

• Foundations and Equipment in addition to protection and control wiring required for the Columbus 

Day Weekend outage sequence was installed and erected.  

• One of three retaining walls was installed, while excavation began for the remaining retaining walls.  

• The continued excavation of site to finished grade in addition to the removal of excess material to 

an approved facility.

2.  PET PANTRY DEMOLITION 

 

During the month of October, the contractor: 

• Completed hazardous abatement of the existing Pet Pantry building as appropriate
