Council to order at 7 p.m on Novenber the 1st,
2016. M/ nane is Janes Murphy. [|I'mthe vice
chai rman of the Connecticut Siting Council, and
I'mchairing the neeting this evening in the
absence of our Chairman Robert Stein who cannot be
W th us.

O her nenbers of the Council who are
present this evening are Robert Hannon, the
desi gnee for Conm ssi oner Robert Klee of the
Depart nent of Energy and Environnental Protection;
and Larry Levesque, designee for the Acting
Chai rman John W Betkoski, I11., of the Public
Uilities Regulatory Authority; and Daniel P.
Lynch, Jr.

Menbers of the staff who are with us
t oday are Mel ani e Bachman, our acting executive
director as well as our staff attorney, and Robert
Mercier, our siting anal yst.

This is a continuation of a public
heari ng which began at 3 p.m this afternoon.
Copi es of the hearing program and the Council's
Ctizens Guide to Siting Council Procedures are

avai l able to nenbers of the public.
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This hearing is held pursuant to Title
16 of the Connecticut General Statutes and of the
Uni form Adm ni strative Procedures Act upon an
anended application of Anerican Towers, LLC and
New C ngul ar Wreless PCS, LLC for a Certificate
of Environnental Conpatibility and Public Need for
t he construction, mai ntenance, and operation of a
t el econmuni cations facility |ocated at 351A Boston
Post Road, East Lyne, Connecticut, or for the
construction, maintenance, and operation of a
tel ecommuni cations facility at an alternative site
| ocated at 2 Arbor Crossing, East Lyne,
Connecti cut .

On Septenber the 29th, 2016, this
Counci |, pursuant to the provisions of Connecti cut
Statutes 4-18la(a), reopened the final decision
whi ch was to deny w thout prejudice the origina
application and to reopen this docket to consider
a new alternative |location for the proposed
facility.

This application is also governed by
t he Tel econmuni cati on Act of 1996, which is
adm ni stered by the Federal Communi cations
Comm ssion. This act prohibits the Council from

considering the health effects of radio frequency
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em ssi ons on human health and wildlife to the
extent the em ssions fromthe tower are within the
federal acceptable safe limts standard, which
standard is also followed by the State Depart nent
of Public Health here in Connecticut. The federal
act also prohibits the Council fromdi scrimnating
bet ween and anongst carriers for providing the
sane service. |In essence, what it neans is if one
carrier is providing service to a given area,
because there is service in the area, you cannot

di scrimnate and prohibit sone other carrier from
attenpting to provide that service in the sane

ar ea.

On this revised application the
appl i cant published notice of the filing of this
anended application to the Council in The Day of
New London on August 19th and August 22nd of 2016.
The Council's legal notice of the date and tinme of
this hearing was al so published in The Day on
Cct ober 4, 2016. Upon the Council's request, the
applicant erected a sign at both proposed sites so
as to informthe public of the nane of the
applicant, the type of facility, the hearing date,
and | ocation and contact information to the

Counci | .
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Thi s afternoon nenbers of the Council,
staff, and the public personally conducted a field
review of alternative site at 2 Arbor Crossing,
East Lyne, in order to observe firsthand the
potential effects of the proposal. The applicant
also flew a balloon at the site at the hei ght of
the proposed facility, which is 105 feet.

Thi s hearing session toni ght has been
reserved first for the public to nake short
statenents into the record. These public
statenents are not subject to questions fromthe
parties or the Council, and nmenbers of the public
maki ng these statenents nay not ask questions of
the parties or the Council. These statenents w ||
becone part of the record for Counci
consi derati on.

A sign-up sheet is available for those
who would like to participate. Soneone has signed
up so far. And there's a sheet in the back for
those who would also |like to participate.

As a rem nder to all, off-the-record
comruni cations with nmenbers of the Council or a
menber of the Council staff upon the nerits of
this application is prohibited by | aw

| wish to note that the parties and
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i ntervenors including the representatives and
W tnesses are not allowed to participate in this
publ i c coment sessi on.

| also wish to note for those who are
here and for the benefit of your friends and
nei ghbors who are unable to join us for this
public comment session this evening, that you or
they may send witten statenents to the Council
within 30 days of the date hereof, and such
witten statenents will be given the sane wei ght
as if spoken here at the hearing this evening.

I f necessary, party and intervenor
cross-exam nation that began this afternoon at 3
wll be continued on. It won't be because we
finished up this afternoon with cross-exam nati on.

We ask that each person making a public
statenent in this proceeding to confine his or her
statenments to the subject matter before the
Council and to avoi d unreasonabl e repetition so
that we may hear concerns of all your neighbors.
We're not going to have that nany speakers
tonight. Pl ease be advised that the Council
cannot answer questions fromthe public about the
proposal .

A verbatimtranscript will be made of
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this hearing and deposited at the East Lyne Town
Clerk's office for the conveni ence of the public.

Before turning to the speakers for this
public session, we had asked the applicant to nmake
a brief presentation to explain to those that are
present tonight what it is they are proposing in
this second round for a proposed
tel econmunications facility in this general area
of East Lyne. And Attorney Christopher Fisher
wi || make a presentation on behalf of the
appl i cant.

Chri s.

MR. FI SHER Thank you, Senator Muirphy.

My nane is Chris Fisher. [|I'mfrom
Cuddy & Feder. | represent AT&T in this
particular matter. | see sone famliar faces
here. |1'mjust going to give a brief background

to bring everyone up to speed, for those who
haven't necessarily foll owed where we've been over
the |l ast two years.

There's an existing 150-foot tower at
the top of the hill in The Orchards devel opnment.
That tower has been there for about 30 years now,
provi di ng service to the surroundi ng conmunity.

AT&T, working wth the property owner, understands
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that that tower has to cone down. And what we've
been trying to work on with the Town, vari ous
st akehol ders, and others is a replacenent facility
so that we mnimze any disruption of service to
our custoners.

As you know, there are several thousand
people who live in and around that area. Route 1
is fairly well traveled. The site has been, for
| ack of a better word, kind of an anchor for AT&T
on whi ch service has been provided and their
surroundi ng network built up over the years. So
our goal has been over the |l ast couple of years to
try to find a replacenent facility.

Wt hout going into too nmuch detail
sone of you may renenber we were here, probably in
t he summer of 2015, if | recall correctly, went
t hrough a couple of different alternatives. One
alternative fell out because of various objections
fromthe Mohegan Tribe. The one alternative that
was presented to the Council in an application in
the fall of 2015 is at 351A Boston Post Road,
which is a residential parcel of property. For
t hose who recall, it's a 194-foot tall nobnopole
W th AT&T and space for other carriers, a typical

nonopol e-type configuration with space upgrade for
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equi pnment shelters in a fenced-in area.

Part of the process, we solicited
f eedback fromthe Town, others, and I think it
becane cl ear through sone opposition we received
to that particular site location that there was a
desire to conme up with sonme other alternatives,
notw t hst andi ng the fact that AT&T, | think, had
| ooked at over 30 in the community.

So prior to the close of the public
heari ng, we advised the Council that we'd like to
work on that, and we were pleased to work with the
actual owners, devel opers, and homeowners
association in The Orchards to try to conme up with
an alternative to present to the Council. So with
t he better part of the spring of 2016 and this
past summer, we worked in collaboration to cone up
w th a design proposal that would neet their
obj ecti ves and our needs and present that back to
t he Council .

That's really what's before the Counci
wth this | atest application anendnment we
submtted. And as the Chairnman nentioned, it's a
105-foot silo structure. 1'Il just wal k through,
really briefly, the plans that are on file and

al so on the Council's website.
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For those of you who know the community
well, I'massum ng you do, you kind of cone up the
hill, PlumH Il Road. And when you get to the end
of the road now, you get to the entrance of an
exi sting clubhouse, parking area on the left,
tennis courts to the right, and a pool house to
the rear of that. This area actually -- and these
are lots that are all |aid out and approved.
They're not fully devel oped yet. This is where
there is sone additional and current devel opnent
of housing now in the devel opnent. And part of
the road is actually under construction.

AT&T woul d propose to build a gravel
driveway that woul d extend along this |ot, back to
the rear of the pool area. This is where the
existing tower is. | pointed up here to the top
of the hill. This would be decomm ssioned and the
site restored. And in this particular |ocation,
fromwhat we would propose to build -- this is
just a little bit nore detail on the site plan on
t he grading details; this probably shows it
best -- propose to build a 105-foot tall flow silo
structure wthin which there woul d be space for
AT&T and additional carriers. W show up to four

her e.
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Il will tell you that both T-Mbile and
Veri zon have expressed their interest to the
Siting Council in locating at this particul ar
site. So we would work with them depending on
the Council's direction and approvals, if granted,
to accommopbdate their needs.

The silo, itself, would be -- if you' ve
had a chance to | ook at sone of the visuals --
woul d be not quite a white but nore of a nuted
finish. And then the barn structure, which is a
special, custombuilt barn structure -- this is
not typical for our industry -- but in this
particul ar | ocation, working with The O chards,
we've cone up with a design that we think
certainly conplenents the silo and woul d
accommobdat e the equi pnent areas for up to four
carriers as well internal to this existing
structure.

So the structure, itself, and the silo,
really with feedback from The Orchards and our
design team we tried to cone up wth somethi ng
that to a certain extent harkened back to the fact
that this used to be an apple orchard, sonme type
of an agrarian type of structure, neet our needs,

and cone up with something we could present to the

Siting Council. So our ultimate goal at AT&T is
totry to work on a replacenent structure, and
this would be an alternative, and that's up to,
ultimately, the Council to deci de whether or not
to approve this.

So Senator, thanks for hol ding your
nmeeting here in our community. Miltiple tinmes

W
wel cone you to the community. | trust you found a
good place to have dinner. And we thank you for
t hat .

| need to go on record to tell you we
have recei ved zero opposition to this proposed
plan. W feel that it neets everyone's needs,
obvi ously AT&T's needs, and the Siting Council's
need to further the cellular reaches in this area.
But it does so with a nod toward not deteriorating
t he val ue of a nei ghborhood and becom ng an
unsightly thing. W think this is just a great
thing that we were able to bring both parties
together. | applaud the citizens of The O chards
realizing that this is an opportunity here. And
it's awn-win-win, as | said this afternoon.

| don't want to take up a whole | ot of
time. |'msure you want to go back and watch sone
Worl d Series tonight, but thank you for com ng.
There's no opposition in this town. The Town does
not oppose this plan, and we hope that you'll find
it to be suitable as well
