This is a continuation of a
public hearing that began at 3 p.m this
afternoon. Copies of the hearing program and
the Council's Citizen Guide to Siting Counci

Procedures are avail able for nenbers of the
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public. | think they're over there where
that gentleman is. And in addition, | think
there's a sign-up sheet over there al so.

This hearing is held pursuant
to the provisions of Title 16 of the
Connecticut Ceneral Statutes and of the
Uni form Adm ni strative Procedure Act, upon an
Application from Anerican Towers, LLC, and
New C ngul ar wireless PCS, LLC, for a
Certificate of Environnmental Conpatibility
and Public Need for the Construction,

Mai nt enance and Operation of a

Tel ecommuni cations Facility Located at 351A
Bost on Post Road, East Lyne, Connecticut.
Thi s application was recei ved by the Council
on Cctober 6, 2015.

This application is al so
governed by the Tel econmuni cati ons Act of
1996 which is adm ni stered by the Federal
Conmmuni cati ons Comm ssion. This act
prohi bits the Council from considering the
health effects of radi of requency eni ssions on
human health and wildlife to the extent the
em ssions fromtowers are within the federa

acceptable safe-limt standards, which
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standard is also followed by the State
Departnent of Public Health.

The federal act al so prohibits
this Council fromdiscrimnating anongst and
bet ween providers of functionally equival ent
services. This neans that if one carrier
al ready provides service for an area, other
carriers have the equal right to conpete and
provi de service in the sane area.

The applicant published notice
of the filing of the application to the
Council in the New London Day on
Sept enber 23rd, and Septenber 30th of this
year, 2015. The Council's |l egal notice of
the date and tine of this hearing was
publ i shed in the New London Day on
November 17, 2015.

Upon the Council's request,
the applicant erected a sign at the proposed
site so as to informthe public of the nane
of the applicant, type of facility, hearing
date and |l ocati on and contact information for
the Council. This afternoon nenbers of the
Council staff and public personally conducted

a field review of the proposed site in order
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to observe firsthand the potential effects of
t he proposal s.

Thi s hearing sessi on tonight
has been reserved first for the public to
make short statenments into the record. These
public statenents are not subject to
questions from parties or the Council, and
menbers of the public making statenents nmay
not ask questions of the parties or Council.
These statenments will becone part of the
record for the Council's consideration. As I
menti oned, there is a sign-up sheet in the
back.

As a rem nder to all
of f-the-record communi cation with a nenber of
t he Council or a nmenber of the Council's
staff upon the nerits of this application is
prohi bited by | aw.

| further wish to note that
parties and intervenors, including their
representatives and wi tnesses are not all owed
to participate in the public comment session.
They were represented in the hearing that we
had this afternoon and there wll be, |

believe, a continuation of that hearing on a

to roughly three mnutes. W do have a
mechani sm for gi ving warni ng, which we don't
li ke to use, but if, you know, if necessary
we'll try to urge you to, you know, to be
succinct with your renmarks. And it goes
faster if we don't hear excessive appl ause
and ot her types of manifestations. That just
makes everything go faster.

Before starting with hearing
fromthe public, we ask the applicant to nake
a brief presentation. | believe they are
prepared to do that.

MR. FlI SHER Hi . Good
evening. M nane is Attorney Chris Fisher.
| represent the applicants. W do have a
presentation this evening. And for sone of
you who were here in July when we had a
public information session, sone of this is
the sane material in slightly abbreviated
f ashi on.

This is just a slide of the
proj ect professionals that are representing
American Tower, AT&T and T-Mobile, which are

involved in this particular project to
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rel ocate an existing tower facility. They're
t he individuals that the Chairnman was
referencing earlier in the day who gave
testinony to the Council on evidentiary
facts.

This is just a slide of the
existing tower site for folks in the
community. You all understand it's in the
O chards Devel opnent at the top of the hill
at the end of PlumH Il Road. You can see
sone of the ongoing construction and
devel opnment of future phases of that
devel opment. That site has been in operation
just under 30 years. It was approved by the
Council in the 1980s as one of the early
cellular tower facilities and it's a 150-f oot
nonopol e.

This slide shows you exi sting
coverage in dark green fromexisting sites.
If you look to the right of the map that's
|-95. If you ook in the areas where it's
light green, that's actually Route 1. The
areas in dark green are existing AT&T sites.
So for exanple, the one that's just to the

center right of the screen is a site in
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FI anders on the hi gh-tensi on power |ines.
The existing cell site is shown central to
the map and the light green area is service
that is currently provided by AT&T' s network
that it deens reliable for purposes of voice
and data calls in it's existing network.

The objective for this
particul ar application is to replace as nuch
of that existing coverage as possible, if not
even provide greater coverage. Because of
terrain there are sone chall enges which are
really technical in nature. This particular
slide is intended to show you sonme of the
sites that AT&T eval uat ed.

The two areas that are
outlined in red, one is in close proximty to
the existing tower. The other is in an area
where Ancient H ghway actually extends to the
top of that hill and before you get down the
ot her side which is the Gateway Devel opnent,
so really the two areas where AT&T was
focusing. It also | ooked at a nunber of
sites in and around the area beyond those
areas which were technically derived in terns

of finding an optimal place to repl ace the
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tower site.

These are sone aerial maps to
show you the proposed | ocation. The address
is 351A Boston Post Road. |[It's just across
the street from Naom , and just before you
actually get to PlumHill if you're traveling
west .

The area on the right shows
you the existing tower |ocation. The
proposed tower location is on a parcel that's
slightly larger than seven acres just down
the hill closer to Route 1.

This is an el evation of the
nmonopole itself -- I"msorry, that's --
actually, you're right. The gentleman in the
back is having a hard tine seeing. |It's
because the lights are on. [It's a 194-foot
nmonopole. It would | ook very simlar to the
existing tower site. |It's designed for use
by nore than just AT&T and T- Mobil e and
future carriers. You're seeing there four
di fferent antenna pl atforns, which would be
different carriers in the marketplace in
addition to AT&T and T- Mobil e.

This is show ng what cover age
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wll actually be replicated fromthe proposed
site. Because we're lower in elevation in
this particular location there is sone | oss

i n cover age.

Primarily fromthis proposed
site, its area is on the other side of hill,
so the top of the devel opnents that is the
Orchards as you kind of go north on the other
side. And that's that |ight green area shown
on the map that you're losing fromthis
| ocati on over the existing |ocation.

This is a slide to sinply
denonstrate that the site will fully conply
wth FCC s public health and safety
st andar ds.

" m going to nove through
these fairly quickly. There are detailed
phot ographs online on the Council's website,
both with | eaf-on and | eaf-off conditions
that you can go through. You just have to go
to the Council's website. These are intended
to show potential visibility and visua
changes.

Sone of the areas we were

asked to identify, East Lynme H gh School,
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actually the new tower site will not be
visible fromthat | ocation.

This is Chesterfield Road.
It's actually a little hard to pick up, but
it will be visible just above the treeline in
the center of that photo. These are sone
addi ti onal shots fromthat | ocation area.

This is Mapl ewood Drive, and
if you look in the center of the photo to the
right of that tree, that little notch, you'l
see the tower with the two antenna pl atforns
right in the mddle.

This is MacKi nnon Pl ace at
Morris Lane, and this is an area where you'll
see nore of the tower itself and the antennas
as well. That distance is a little over a
third of a mle.

This is Parker Drive, which is
over half a mle. And there wll be
year-round visibility above the treeline
here. You'll see the tower in the central
part of the photo.

This i s upper Pattagansett
Road. In this particular photo it's hard to

make out just because of the visibility, but
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on the right part is the existing tower. You
can see it there. And actually, | don't see
in this photo, but actually the tower will be
just to the left there. | don't have the
sinmul ation, | apologize for that. But if you
go online you'll be able to see a nunber of

different | ocations and photos of the tower

Ssite.

So thank you, Chairnman.

THE CHAIRVMAN:  I'mgoing to
apol ogi ze in advance if | m spronounce your

nanes, and sone peopl e have easi er
handwiting than others to read, but we'll do
our best.

Evelyn Perry is the first, and
the podiumis there. Please, it would
probably be a good idea if you spell your
| ast nane just so we have it, the
st enographer has it.

EVELYN PERRY: P-e-r-r-y.

THE CHAIRVAN: | know | can't
see you and you can't see ne, but that's
fine. The other nenbers are nuch nore
phot ogenic than I am anyways.

EVELYN PERRY: As |'ve already

at 351B Boston Post Road. M/ property abuts
that of Ji mand Bonni e DeCosta and
additionally I share a driveway with the
DeCost as.

| just want to say that the
photos that were just projected do not even
cone close to approxinating the view that we
get of the woodl and, and al so sone of ny
nei ghbors in the PlumH |l area. 1'll show
those to you in just a nonent.

| amvery, very opposed to the
pl acenent of this cell tower. | understand
the notivation of the DeCostas. They are
bei ng of fered a goodly sum of nobney for the
pl acenent of this tower. | don't begrudge
t hem t he noney, however | can't support this
cell tower placenent because it wll conme at
expense to nme.

My husband and | purchased
this property in 2010 and since then we have
invested a lot of tine and nobney to upgrade
our hone and to clear the property. W
purchased the property primarily for the

| ocation. |It's isolated, it's quiet and at
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this point it offers a very panoram c vi ew of
the surrounding land. Wth the placenment of
a 194-foot tower only 354 feet from ny house,
whi ch by the way is the cl osest residenti al
site to the tower, | suspect that the views
are going to be substantially di mnished.

| have several photos that |
took this norning fromvarious | ocations on
my property. This was at the tine that the
bal | oon was being floated. |1'msure that you
wll not be able to see any of these, but
this is fromny front yard and here is the
ball oon. And this was not taken wth a
tel ephoto lens. It's just a regular canera
| ens.

THE CHAI RVAN:  And if you want
you can submt them those photos to the
Council and we'll include themas part of the
record.

EVELYN PERRY: Well, | have a
second set of photos that | would be happy to
provide you with. They are | abeled as to the
| ocation on ny property that | actually took
t hese phot os.

Again, a front yard photo, the
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bal l oon is very evident and today's weat her
conditions were rather poor. | nean, the
wi nd was whi ppi ng the ball oon around.

Wiet her it actually obtained the proper

hei ght or not | certainly could not tell

t hat .

More photos clearly show ng
the balloon. | have photos from our pool
area. | have photos fromny front porch and

photos fromthe upstairs sunroom at ny hone.
Do you want to pass these and | ook at them
| ' m happy to do so.

Additionally, one of ny
nei ghbors in PlumH ||l also provided ne with
sonme photos. Half of the photos were taken
by the wirel ess conpany on the 7th of
Decenber and the other half were taken by the
property owner. | just want to point out one
in particular to you.

This was the photo taken by
the wirel ess conpany, and you can see the
ball oon is barely visible in the trees.

Ckay. This was at 21 Plum H || Road.

Thi s photo was taken by a

resident of PlumH |l and you can see that
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dependi ng on where you are in |location to
this house, the balloon is rather evident.

So contrary to sone of the comments that were
made during the site visit this afternoon,
PlumH Il residents and | will have a very
enhanced view of this cell tower. [It's not

hi dden at all.

Wul d you like to see these as
wel | ?

If I ever choose to sell ny
house | expect that | will never be able to
recoup the investnents that 1've nmade in ny
home and in ny property. On the other hand,
| have no reasonabl e expectations that ny
property taxes are going to go down. kay.

As | already nentioned, |
share a driveway with Jimand Bonni e DeCost a.
| have a question | know you cannot answer at
this point, but it's regarding the tower
conpany's response to the East Lyne Land Use
Regul ati on, Number 31.2.13. [It's concerning
dri veway standards.

Specifically it states that
the driveway nust accommobdate 60, 000 pound

vehicles, the grade is not to exceed 8
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percent and it must have a m ni num verti cal
cl earance of 12 feet. The response fromthe
t ower conpany was, and | quote, a standard
gravel conpacted driveway is proposed for
access to the tower site |ocation.

| believe what they are
referring tois the private drive that Jim
DeCosta has created. |t does not address the
approxi mately 280 feet of shared asphalt
dri veway, nor does it address the 30 to
45 percent grade of that portion of the
dri veway.

Addi tionally, regul ation
31.2.5 concerns the 1x tower setback hei ght.
That is not being net, and | believe that the
tower conpany actually responded that it was
not going to neet that regulation. The tower
| ocation is only a hundred feet from ny
property. If it falls and falls in ny
direction, being that it's 194 feet tall, at

| east 94 feet of it are going to be on ny

property.

Lastly, |I'm aware that the
Siting Council wll not take health concerns
into consideration, but | am an ei ght-year
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cancer survivor, so | take the health risks
very seriously.

| thank you for your tinme and
| respectfully request that you consider
alternative sites for this cell tower, ones
that will not have such a residential inpact
as this one.

THE CHAI RVAN:  Tom Gar dner .

TOM GARDNER: Tom Gar dner,
Ga-r-d-n-e-r. M. Chairman, thank you for
holding this public hearing tonight. | think
it's very valuable for the residents as wel
as the Council .

Let me start off wi th saying
that |'ve been a resident of East Lyne for
about 40 years, nost recently 33 years at 24
Sunrise Trail which is about 700 feet from ny
property line to the proposed tower.

We bought our property, like
many ot her residents have, because of certain
reasons like the treeline and the serenity in
t he back. There used to be an apple orchard
of several hundred acres to our north, the

beauti ful horse farmto our west that we
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enj oy watching. W even install ed additional
w ndows i n our backyard so we could see the
deer goi ng through our property and the foxes
runni ng through. It was quite enjoyable.
Having retired about a year
ago | thought | could continue to enjoy those
vi ews, those scenic views from where we have
our property. Putting a tower in at that
| ocation, as we saw fromthe ball oon today
and as Evelyn nentioned earlier, there's no
way in the world that we're not going to see
that tower. [It's going to be very visible
and very present, especially in the
w ntertine when we're | ooking at the
snowf al |, | ooking out there and seeing that
massive tower. It's not what we bought into.
Goi ng back a little bit in
hi story, when the original tower was
instal |l ed about 30 years ago, there was about
several hundred acres of apple orchards up
there. As tine went on the owner of the
appl e orchards felt it was tine to nove on
and decided to sell the property to
devel opers to build hones on it, which is

fine. | nean, change happens. W have to
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accept change. W' re not opposed to change.

They built a beauti ful
community up there. Wat's happeni ng out
there nowis they're taking the cell tower,
which the lease is running out, and noving it
down fromthe western portion -- excuse ne, |
think it's the northeastern portion of that
property down into the eastern -- southern
edge of the current orchards. So we're
noving it froma heavily populated area to
anot her heavily popul ated area, and |I' m not
sure that it nmakes any busi ness sense.

As we nove forward in tinme,
you know, | think that the rationale has to
be, does it make sense for everybody
concerned? Does it make sense for AT&T?
Does it make sense for the residents of East
Lyme, and especially those in close
proximty?

| think there has to be sone
consi deration given to the concerns that are
generally involved in tower site sel ections
and approvals. | think that one of the
things I'd like to nake the property

val ues -- as Evelyn nentioned, | don't think,
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you know, that there's any way in the world
that, you know, it's going to stay the sane.
They're going to go down, and we under st and
that. W understand your m ssion, or your

charge, you can't use that in your decision
maki ng process. It is what it is, | guess.

Regardi ng t he
Tel econmuni cati on Act of 1996, | think it was
meant at that tinme to do sonme value, to
expand the tel ecommunications industry, but I
think ti mes have changed. The data for the
act, sone of the nedical data was in 1985.
Here we are 30 years later and they're stil
usi ng that sane standard.

| doubt very nmuch that Pfizer,
one of the | argest pharnaceuti cal conpanies
in the world, a corporate headquarters in New
London, would use 30-year-old data to nmake
intelligent managenent deci sions on the
nmedi cal side of the house.

One of the other things I
think is inportant to recognize is that in
1941 to 1945 our tobacco manufacturers gave
cigarettes to our arnmed servicenenbers goi ng

overseas. | think today we can under st and

the strategy behind that, to be addictive.
Twenty years later the United States canme out
and said that snoking is hazardous to your
heal t h.

l'd like to submt that today
not know ng the dangers of cell towers, but
in 20 years fromtoday -- we need to protect
our children and the people growng up in the
nei ghbor hoods, and those people in cl ose
proximty, | think, based upon reading in the
studies fromlsrael and Gernmany, are at ri sk.

Are we willing to take that
chance and put a tower in a densely popul at ed
area? | cone froma technol ogy company. |
retired froma multinational worl dw de of
156, 000 enpl oyees, and one of the things we
wer e nost concerned about were our custoners,
that we not hurt our custoners. And then we
| ooked at our brand and our inmage to ensure
that we were protecting them

In this case here | just don't
see how they're doi ng anybody any good by
considering this location. Wat | would Iike
to suggest, there were alternate | ocations,

one specifically is Stones Ranch. The
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el evati on above sea level is 300 feet. In
this docunentation that AT&T offered, the
State pays to build a 199-foot tower on that
particular site to get access.

And I"'mtalking there's two
sites now on Stones Ranch. There's a | ower
one by the airstrip and then there's one deep
in the woods, and there's no houses within a
mle of that particular |location. There's
two or three others which I think are
rel evant as well as one of the 30 acres on
top of Marion Lane, which has not been
consi der ed.

So | think there are
alternatives and | say, | do enbrace
technol ogy. W have to today. But | think
t he depl oynent net hodol ogy here is flawed and
it needs to have a new fresh | ook of what we
can do to change it.

So | would, in closing, say
two things. One is that we need to protect
our children. And the recent issue at the
Anci ent H ghway, we protected the cerenoni al
grounds that was 2 to 3 hundred years ol d.

But we should protect our children, today's
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children and tonorrow s children in today's
| ocati on and not worry about sonethi ng that
happened 2 to 3 hundred years ago to protect
t hem

| have one docunent, which
I'll submt, is the site with the | ongitude
and | atitude of the Stones Ranch | ocation for
the conmm ssion to consider.

And t hank you very much for

your tine.
THE CHAI RVAN:  Thank you.
Heat her, is it Tooker?
HEATHER TOOKER: That's
T-o0-0-k-e-r. | don't have a rehearsed
speech. |I'mjust a concerned citizen. W

own two properties. W |live at 342 Boston
Post Road and we al so own the property across
the street, 345 Boston Post Road. So we have
two properties that would be affected by this
t ower .

| have sone pictures fromthe
bal | oon test today that shows the view from
nmy front door, two of them And I al so have
a view fromdown the street just a bit where

it would be right across the street.
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| ' m concerned about the views,
concer ned about property values, all things
t hat have al ready been said here tonight.
And we have two young daughters, ten and si X,
critically concerned about them too.

| am a technol ogy user. M
daughters are technol ogy users, so we
understand the need for sonething like this
especially in our community, however to have
it that close. One of ny houses is within
500 feet and the other is within 750 feet of
this tower. |It's just too close.

| understand there's
alternative sites -- I'msorry. |1'mso
nervous -- that should be considered and I
woul d appreciate that, if you would do that.

| thank you very nuch for your

time.
THE CHAI RVAN:  Thank you.
This one | don't think Il
even get close. Vaishali, is that the first

nane? And | apol ogi ze for not even
attenpti ng our |ast nanme, but please spel
it. Well, enlighten ne and al so spell it,

pl ease.
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VAI SHALI SAHASRABUDHE: Al
right. Are you ready? |It's really |long.
It's Sahasrabudhe, S, as in Sam A-H A-S-RA
Bas in boy, U Das in David, HE Cot it?

" m Vai shal i Sahasrabudhe and | live at 19
PlumH Il Road, and that's within the O chard
subdivision. And I'mhere to al so oppose the
proposal to build a cell tower at the
proposed |l ocation, mainly for three reasons.

| think you' ve heard nost of them so I'l
reiterate.

The first one being the
Orchard subdivision is a beautiful place.

You know, all of us who bought houses | ove
the view. The serenity, it's -- and with
this cell tower at 351 Boston Post Road, you
know, several of the houses have a clear view
of this tower.

Secondly, we don't know what
this is going to do to our property val ues.
| suspect that the property val ues woul d go
down were we to try to sell the property.

And then lastly, the issue

about what affects this m ght have on health.
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And even though |I think this is sonething
that is not considered, | would also submt
that, you know, the information related to
this is inconclusive and there isn't
sufficient long-termdata available to
actually nake that call on whether there's an
i mpact or not.

So based on all these three
reasons and in addition to that, the
alternative sites that have been nentioned I
woul d strongly urge the Council to take these
i nto consi deration.

Dani el Czi kowsky.

DANI EL CZI KONBKY: Hel | o.

Yeah, that it Czi kowsky, C as in cat, Z as in
zebra, I-K-OWS-K-Y. | ama resident of 11
Heritage Road, in striking distance of the
tower. And we just noved to this, this area
about a year and a half ago.

My wife and | were taking a
cruise with the convertible | ooking for the
right place to start our famly. And we said

one day once we had the opportunity to nove
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to East Lyne, that it was going to happen.
And | o and behold, while driving we turned
down Heritage Road and went through that
nei ghbor hood.

And t hat nei ghbor hood had such
a feel, a good energy about the people.
There were picnics going on. It was a
| akesi de community. The houses weren't on
top of each other. Everybody waved and we
said, this is it. This is it. Even the hair
on nmy arms now stands up when | think about
that day we hit that road.

Lo and behold, a year |ater
goes by and we were able to purchase a house
and get skin in the gane in that
nei ghbor hood, and it kind of |ooks |like this
pi cture right here. So we could all agree
that it would |l ook ridiculous to paint a big
huge cell tower in the mddle of this, or
| ooki ng at that.

W were able to have our son.
He's seven nonths old -- and ny brother is a
scientist in Brazil. He forwarded ne the
data he researched in Brazil on the effects.

And you know, | would |ike for people to take
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into account the data that has been
researched and consi dered, especially in
Brazil and Australia. Because they, there
are people that are spearheadi ng this kind of
research and this data and the effects on the
communities that it does have and the death
rates as a direct result.

And it's hard to | ook at your
children and just keep wondering and worrying
on a daily basis. And we can tal k about the
noney and the property values and all that
stuff going down. It's alnbst a given. You
know, it's a given. |It's guaranteed. The
only thing that isn't guaranteed yet is the
effects of this on the health of our
famli es.

And we're in this for the | ong
haul. W're in this for the long run. The
bank gave us 30 years to pay the note back so
we pl anned on being there for the | ong run.
And then, you know, a year |ater goes by, we
invest a lot of blood, sweat and tears in
renovations into a property that, you know,
and t his beconmes apparent.

So you know, we just, as a
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conmunity, as a nei ghborhood, as a bunch of
famlies, as a bunch of parents of kids that
you just want a good place. You know t he
kids can't be here to speak for thensel ves
and we just -- we really beg of you to
reconsi der the aforenentioned |ocations to
gi ve us anot her option and keep our way of
life.

The hair
on your arns woul dn't have stood up and you
woul d have definitely | ooked for another
pl ace to bring a famly up.

FRANK TERM NI : It's Frank
Termni, T-e-r-mi-n-i. |'mrepresenting
nyself and I'mrepresenting ny wife. And I
t hank you for the opportunity to speak to you
directly. 1 live on PlumH Il Road and ny
property abuts the Perrys. So | don't have

to go nuch further to tell you the proximty
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that | amto that tower.

I"min technology. |[|'ve been
a general manager and a director of
i nformation technol ogy, so | know the ins and
outs of technology. | know how to read
docunent s.

| have concerns over ny
property value. Personally, | don't think
any cell phone tower belongs this close to
anybody's hone, |let alone a residenti al
nei ghbor hood. But | understand it's got to
go soneplace and this is a process that we're
goi ng t hr ough.

My hone is a very |large part
of nmy finances and | fully expect that if
this tower goes in, that at sone point in
time | wll pay for that in terns of ny
personal investnments being hurt.

|'ve heard estimates. |'ve
read estinmates. |'ve listened to people talk
of estimates of being i npacted between 5 and
20 percent in terns of their property val ues.
Those 20 percent nunbers that | read al ways
cane with an asterisk saying, this is for

t hose people who are closer to the tower than
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the people who are further away. Well, |I'm
one of those people who are closer to that
tower, and | expect it to be the higher
value. And |I'mvery enotional about it.

| noved to that community
because | searched for a place that | could
|l ove as | got older towards ny retirenent,
and now that's bei ng sonewhat taken away from
me. | have seasonal views of that, but the
fact is when I sit on ny back deck and | ook
at -- and put ny feet up, I'mgoing to be
| ooki ng at that tower.

The one thing that | can't get
over is, yes, |I'ma nmenber of the Orchards
community and, yes, there was a tower there.
Wien | bought that home | had a choice. |
coul d have wal ked away. | knew with the
paperwork that | signed that there was a
tower there.

| could have wal ked away. |
deci ded that the conmmunity, the views,

everything about it screaned at ne and |

purchased it. Now |I'm having a tower put
closer to ne and | don't have a choice. It's
unacceptable to ne -- but | have no choice
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and that is sonething |I'mhaving a very
difficult tinme wth.

QG her sites, it has cone up a
couple of tines here. Qher sites, are there
other sites? |'ve read docunents. |'ve read
Docket 463 which tal ks about the other sites.
' ve heard about the Stones Ranch and what |
read was it was ruled out. | know of people
who t he tower conpany went to the door and
said, can we consi der your property for the
site? They said, no. They noved on.

Wth an existing site there is
no construction cost. There's no roads to
build.

|'ve heard of the Marion Drive
site. Again, | don't see any reasons that
make it any different for ne. | don't have a
technical reason for it. No one has said,
this is why. Is it too close to a previous
site? | would like to be part of a solution
to this problem | would rather not work
agai nst anybody here.

If there was sonething | could

do | would do it. So | becane part of the
group in PlumH Il to work against this site,
but to work for a solution. In that vein, we
have a letter here, | have a letter here. |

believe the Council has it. This is fromthe
agent of the association of the Orchards.

t hings that people are nost interested in, is
their health and their wealth.

| thought I'd like to get
involved in a group that's going to find out
nore about this, and | now know nore about
cell towers than | ever wanted to | earn based
on congressional testinony that's been going
on in a fight about cell towers with a woman
who's very active, who's been involved in
this for about 26 years.

But | wanted to speak today
respectfully to the Siting Council, but also
to the public to just give an overview of the
1996 heal th congressional act and sone of the
heal th dangers, so forgive ne. |I'mgoing to
be reading it.

The safety of cell phone
towers is the subject of extensive scientific
debate. There's a grow ng body of scientific
evi dence that the el ectronagnetic radiation
they emt even at low levels is dangerous to
human health. The industry has set what they

say are safe levels of radiati on exposure,
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but there's a grow ng nunber of doctors,
physicists and health officials who strongly
di sagr ee.

The current Feder al
Communi cati ons Conm ssi on, the FCC safe
standards that are based on 1985 research,
failed to consider nore recent research that
found brain cancer, nenory inpairnent, DNA
br eakdown, neurol ogi cal problens with
radi of requenci es at nmuch | ower | evels.

The earlier studi es considered
only the thermal or heating effects of
radiation. In other words, the | evel at
whi ch radi ati on woul d heat tissue or cook a
person in the same nmanner as a ni crowave oven
works. The FCC | evel s assure we'll not be
cooked. Isn't that nice? But failed to
address | ong-term chroni c exposures.

Gting just one international
cell conference in our world -- so different
fromthe United States -- this occurred in
Sal zburg in the year 2000. They set safety
limts for the public at thousands of tines
| ower than United States' standards. The

resol ution set international |evels 10, 000
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tinmes a stricter than those of the current

U S. standard. This limt takes into account
the growi ng evidence for non-thermal, in

ot her words, non-cooki ng radi of requency

bi o-ef fect s.

Cel |l phone towers expose the
public to involuntary chronic, cunul ative
radi of requency radiation. Low |levels of RFs
have been shown to be associated w th changes
in cell proliferation and DNA danage. Sone
scientific studies show adverse health
effects at | evels hundreds, indeed thousands
of tinmes lower than the United States
standards. These harnful |ow | evel s of
radi ati on can reach as far as a nml e away
fromcell tower |ocation.

Reported heal th probl ens
i ncl ude headaches, sl eep disorders, nmenory
I mpai r nent, nosebl eeds, increase in seizures,
bl ood brain barrier |eakage probl ens,

i ncreased heart rates, |ower spermcounts,
i mpai red nervous systens.

Those at risk, who are nobst at

risk are children whose cranial bones are

very thin. So therefore | wonder why the
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increase in autism attention deficit, things
of this nature? Wnen are at particul ar
ri sk. Some of the European studi es have
shown that for wonen with breast cancer ri sk,
ours increases tenfold.

According to the forner Deputy
Director of the U S. Departnent of Health,
El i zabet h Jacobson stated the safety of RF
has not been established, nor has the
necessary research been conducted to test it.

According to Dr. Robert Becker
aut hor of the Body Electric; and G oss
Currents, the Perils of Electropollution, at
present are the greatest polluting elenent in
the earth's environnent and this
proliferation of electronmagnetic fields
radi ati on once considered safe is well
correlated with increases in birth defects,
depression, Al zheiner's disease, |earning
disabilities chronic fatigue syndrone and
cancer .

The i ncidence of brain cancer
is up 25 percent since the seventies. Brain
tunors are the second | eadi ng cause of cancer

death for children and young adults. Yet,
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the United States had a de facto policy of
post -sal es surveillance wth respect to RF
radiation. Only after years of exposure wl|
there be studies to characterize the health
consequences. Sone show up i medi ately, and
can often take three to ten years for the

| onger-termeffects of radio frequency

i1l ness such as cancer to appear.

Finally, many researchers and
public health officials and citizens believe
consuners should not be forced to act as
guinea pigs in an experinent that results in
an extensive health crisis. Quite
justifiably, the public, and | believe this
nei ghbor hood, this community remains
skeptical of attenpts by governnments and
industry officials to reassure themthat all
is well, particularly given the unethical way
in which they often operate synbiotically to
pronote their own interests.

| ooking at it and going, there's an awful | ot
of land back there. And we have the ability

to split the land and sell it, first cut. W
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were going to do it in 2008. W actually
started with a | ocal surveyor to draw up the
pl ans, and we stopped. W put it all on hold
sinply because the market in 2008 crashed.

So we've had it on hold for a
while. W have considered putting the |Iand
back on the market, splitting off a flag | ot.
We do have a | ogger comng to take all the
hi gh-val ue | umber off the property.

And this cell phone tower, |
wal ked up into the woods. It's approxi mately
137 feet fromthe property line. Let's cal
it 140, make the nmath easy. So if the tower
falls -- which I'm a professional engineer.
| know it's inprobable that that's going to
happen, but 55 feet of that would be on ny
property. And where that cones into play is
if you want to build a house up there I'm
sure the Town of East Lyne m ght have a
problemwth it now.

So this, this is truly going
to cost ne noney in terms of | cannot sel
that property. |It's three acres, al nost, of
land in the town of East Lyne, a mle and a

half fromthe four corners. That is
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essentially going to be useless for ne to be

able to sell. That | and has been back
there -- you say, well, you say you shoul d
have noved on it sooner. WlIl, the

probability of somebody plunking a cell phone
tower right next door is pretty |ow.

Now | did send a letter to
Attorney Fisher and | did ask why I wasn't
consi dered for the cell phone tower. And the
mai n reason was they asked all ny nei ghbors.
And I"'mlike, is there sonething wong if |
want to sell this property? D d you find out
sonet hing about it that | don't know about?
Wat er shed, frogs, whatever, that | was just

ki nd of curious. Because if you m ght know

sonmething that I don't know, if | try to sel
this property -- because we didn't finish the
survey.

| agree with Evel yn and Tom
It was a little surreal wal king up there
today and | ooking at the balloon, which from
my property line, | had to crook back to see
it but it just |ooks so unnatural to imagine
this steel nonopole in the m ddl e of just

serenity up there.
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So fromthe bottomline, |I've
got to put three kids through college. W
really wanted to use sone of the funds from
selling that property. W had al so
consi dered buil ding a house up there
oursel ves and selling the | and, the property
we live on now. And we're the only ones that
have the ability to split property and sel
of f anywhere around here, anywhere around the
pr oposed site.

So | ask that the Council
reconsi der, especially |Iike Tom said, the
St ones Ranch sites. And | know there are
other sites around here sitting in the mddle
of nowhere on farn and that woul d just seem
much nore appropriate and have a | ot |ess
i npact on residents.

Uni versity?

M CHAEL RI TZ: Yes.

THE CHAI RVAN. Ckay. Al
right. | don't have a problemw th Duke. |If
it was another university | mght have a

probl em but go ahead.
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MCHAEL RITZ:. Wll, she did
her undergraduate at UConn, so she's at Duke
G aduate School. Nanme is Rtz, Ri-t-z, like
the hotels, but | didn't get any of that
nmoney. M nane is Mchael Rtz. 1've been
in East Lyne for over 20 years. And |'ve
lived in the Orchards for about two years.

really believe that East Lyne is a very, very
special place. W're getting ready to do
sone really big things in this town wth the
Cosco and sone other things. Let's not screw
this up.

That area in PlumHi Il road
and Boston Post Road is charm ng, absolutely
charm ng. There nust be anot her place where
this cell tower can serve this community and
not have the inpact that it does.

CHAD FIEDLER: M/ nane is Jack
Fiedler, foxtrot, India, echo, delta, Lins,
echo, Roger. | live at 18 Heritage Road. |
had not intended to speak tonight.

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Three m nutes, no questions,
no appl ause, no health considerations. Wre
| able to ask a question |I would ask the
Counci | nmenbers whether any of them were ever
faced with having a cell tower within a half
a mle of their own personal hone.

| realize that this tower has
to go up soneplace. | wote down sone
consi derations that | woul d hope could be
applied to this decision. If we do in fact
have a valid letter that extends the tine in
whi ch a decision was to be made in favor of a
particular site, | would hope that gives the
Council sufficient |eeway, in fact, to do
that, to | eave this door open to consi der
ot her possibilities.

| realize full well that
putting a tower adjacent to any nei ghbor hood
is going to draw the ire of the people that
live in that nei ghborhood. It seens to ne
the sinplest solution to that is find a site
that's publicly owned and doesn't have any
nei ghbors. That's not rocket science. |
bel i eve the Stones Ranch property neets that

criterion.
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The Stones Ranch -- | wote
down a series of little points here. Wth
regard to the height of the tower, a 194-f oot
pole in the mddle of a residential area is
bound to have an economic affect. It may
well also have a health affect that is yet as
unrecogni zed by the United States, and
t heref ore unrecogni zed by you fol ks as a
paraneter in your decision naking.

As to the height of the tower
itself, 195 feet -- 194 feet, forgive ne, is
two thirds the length of a football field
which is a |long haul even for Tom Brady.
It's a big pole. |I'mnot an expert on
Connecticut flora and fauna, but | don't
think | have any 150-feet trees around ne,
and | have a lot of big old oaks. So this
thing is going to loomover all of us that
are near to it.

| would hope that ultimtely
you're able to find a site that first of al
does not affect any personal property, any
private property, either socially or
economcally. And although you may not be

able to consider it directly, I'"'msure it
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woul d wei gh on your thinking indirectly in
terms of the health of those people,
particularly wonen and children that have to
i ve under or adjacent to it.

| woul d hope you could find a
pi ece of land that's owned by the State or
the Town that they would be willing to have
AT&T consider, or in the case of Stones
Ranch, reconsi der.

| woul d hope that you would
find sonething that woul d have a hi gh enough
el evation so that it would pass RF test
muster. | would hope it would be, as | said,
a sufficient distance from a popul ated area
that it would pose no obvious threat |like the
tower falling into your swi mm ng pool, or a
| ess obvious threat, the health of our
chi l dren.

It seens to ne the Stones
Ranch site neets all of these criteria if you
woul d accept themas valid criteria. As I
understand it, the Stones Ranch site was
rej ected because the state police objected to
it. There was no nention in a docunent that

| saw of any RF objection to it, certainly
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not on the basis of elevation that's over
300 feet, and that's one of the highest
points in the whole |list of places that were
initially targeted.

That particular site has
several other advantages. It has a
signi ficant econom c advantage. There's
already a tower there. There's already
access there. There's already power there.
The capital cost of inproving the site and
maki ng it ready for an AT&T tower shoul d be
significantly less and I would think would
obvi ously offset the already sunk costs in
what ever they've got in flying ball oons over
our property.

In closing, | would sinply ask
that that tinme be recognized as avail abl e
time, that you as an appoi nted group could
make use of in considering what you've heard
here, that you woul d make use of it, and that
you pay particular attention to the several
sites that aren't on public -- that aren't on
private |l and and woul dn't suffer fromall the
agonies that the current site selection puts

us t hrough.
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Thank you.

| own the Ancient H ghway site
that AT&T kind of bagged it on because of
sone vague references to a stone | andscape by
t he Mohegan Indian tribe. | say vague
because t hey' ve been asked through the court
system and asked directly to identify what,
and where they found it.

They have yet to do that.
They refuse to do that. Now they m ght have
sovereignty, nmaybe, but they're affecting
private property rights. The judge is going
to be deciding on this hopefully within the

next two or three weeks. So before you fol ks

go and dedicate anything to PlumH 1, or
anywhere else, | think if they can buy sone
time with the tower up on a hill you should
do so.

If you can put a tenporary
tower up, I'll volunteer ny piece. |'ve got

three or four pieces in town. |'ve got a
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hundred acres in town on a golf course.
You're wel conme to use any of that to buy

t hese fol ks sone tine for a fair and

equi table interview, so to speak, of a good
property.

Now ny 14-acre piece that was
turned down by AT&T because of this all eged
stone | andscape has been devel oped all around
it as fully as it can be and only on one
side, the northern, northwestern side. The

rest of it is open space. Not much nore can

happen here. It's 14 acres as opposed to the
7 acres. The tower is going to fall, nobody
is going to hear it, like atree in the
woods.

There's also a 20-acre piece |
own, 250 yards to the south that's al so at
the sane el evation, naybe a little higher.
How cone you're not considering that?
There's nothing around it. The Town's open
space piece of 30 acres abuts that. So now
you' ve got 50 acres to play with. Cone on.

AT&T, grow a set of balls.

Ask the Indians what they're hiding, because
they're hiding. M bet is they have not hi ng,
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just using sovereign imunity to give
sonebody -- do sonebody a favor who didn't
want it in their backyard.

In the neantine, they're
allowi ng these folks up in PlumHill to get
screwed while they're | aughing. That's not
fair. That's not what this is all about.
You guys have the tough job of putting a
tower where nobody wants it.

Well, |I've asked for a tower
on ny golf course a few hundred feet away
fromny house. |'ve got a contract on it.
| ' ve got one up on the Ancient Hi ghway that's
probably not going to happen. And then |
al so have the 20 acres a little bit to the
east. Tell AT&T to stretch another cabl e out
there, put it on ny 20-acre piece.

There's alternatives if they
want to look for it. WIIl they have to
conprom se? Yeah, but they're not going to
affect all these people.

| think I've said enough for
tonight. Have a good night. Thank you.
