SENATOR MURPHY: W'l begin our
cross-examnation with staff. M. Mercier.

MR. MERCI ER:  Thank you.

CROSS- EXAM NATI ON

MR MERCIER | just have a few
questions regarding the information recently
subm tted about the cluster nounts and sone of the
visibility issues pertaining to the tree tower.

Now, what's the main difference between
t he cluster mount and the traditional antenna
platformdesign, is there an issue regarding site
performance and the aspect of coverage, or
anyt hi ng of that nature?

THE W TNESS (Laredo): The main
difference is this tine we'll be using a nore
advanced set of antennas that requires only very
fewin terms of nunbers. That's why the tota
number of antennas is going to go down to 6, as
opposed to 12, and stack them side by side. It
has no inpact with the performance at all.

MR. MERCIER: Now, conparing the
cluster nount and the traditional platform as we
typically have seen, is there a cost difference

bet ween t he equi pnent, or is that about the sane,
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or is it mnuscule?

THE WTNESS (Befera): It's a wash.

MR MERCIER: Is this type of cluster
mount sonet hi ng Verizon is going to be using going
forward in their tower installations, or is this
just kind of a one-case deal or speci al
ci rcunst ance?

THE WTNESS (Laredo): It is the way
going forward we'll start to use these cluster
nount s.

MR MERCIER  Okay.

MR. LYNCH. Excuse ne. | just didn't
hear the answer. Could you repeat that, please?

THE W TNESS (Laredo): Yes. W wll
start using the cluster nount setup for all our
future deploynments as nmuch as possi bl e.

MR MERCIER: So even if this tower was
approved, even though it was originally proposed
as a platform you probably just will tend to do
t he cluster nounts?

THE W TNESS (Laredo): That is correct.

MR. MERCI ER:  Thank you. How far off
the tower are the antenna arns, do they extend
like 3, 4 feet, 5 feet, that type of information?

What makes them cl ustered? How close are they to
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t he pol e?

THE W TNESS (Wi npahl): They're
definitely closer. | think these were
approxinmately 2, 2 and a half feet off the face of
t he pol e.

MR. MERCIER  Are the antennas | onger?

THE W TNESS (Laredo): They're
basically the sane length if your question is
the --

MR. MERCIER Yes, to the pole.

SENATOR MURPHY: So the size of -- if
it's atree, it's decided to be a tree that's
di sqgui sed, there's no difference then in the size
of the base, as you're up there with your antennas
that's you're describing. |Is that what |'mto
under st and?

THE W TNESS (Weinpahl): It wouldn't
affect the tree size.

SENATOR MURPHY: |t wouldn't affect the
tree structure.

THE W TNESS (Wi npahl): Typically the
trees all have T-arm nounts, three. And for a
traditional installation, that would be a | arge
T-armw th a 5-foot standoff and a 10-foot face.

We're basically taking that T-arm and shrinking it
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down i nto about a 2-foot face and short standoff.

SENATOR MURPHY: So which way you go
doesn't matter if it's a tree, you can do it
ei ther way?

THE W TNESS (Weinpahl): It can be done
ei ther way.

SENATOR MURPHY: Thank you very nuch.
Sorry about that.

MR. MERCIER: No. Go ahead.

MR. HARDER: Excuse ne. | just had a
question to follow up on your answer. Could you
expl ain what the standoff and face terns refer to?

THE W TNESS (Wi npahl): The face is
the front nmount where the antennas would typically
be | ocated on. The front side of the two antennas
W ll be side by side in this instance. And the
standoff is the distance fromthe tower shaft
itself, fromthe pole shaft.

MR. HARDER: Ckay. Thank you.

MR, MERCIER: Now, with the traditional
antenna platforns that we've seen up until now,
there's usually a, I'll call it, like a wal kway or
standi ng platform on the antenna nounti ng
structure, the platformitself. |Is there anything

| i ke that for worker safety on these?

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THE W TNESS (Wei npahl): There's
not hi ng.

MR MERCIER. So it's like a T-arm and
they' Il actually rope onto the pol e?

THE W TNESS (Wei npahl): They' re going
toclinb up and tie off and maintain it that way.

MR. MERCIER  Ckay. MNow, | guess for
just visibility concerns, what's the difference
bet ween the cluster nount and the traditional
antenna array?

THE W TNESS (Libertine): Really the
mai n di fference between the two is it is alittle
bit of a nore conpact profile at the top of the
tower. Well, two things, | guess. The nunber of
antennas is slightly different, and, of course,
because it's closer to the tower, you don't have
quite as large a profile at the top. Oher than
that, there's not a real big difference.

I wll add, when we were tal king about
the tree, | guess the one advantage you coul d

argue with the cluster nount is that the top of

the tree, those branches that typically would have

to extend out 8 or 10 or 12 feet to hide the
ant ennas, can be brought back in. It may be a

case where you don't really need to do nuch of a

12
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taper. Normally a |lot of these trees you'll see
have the extra 5 or 7 feet to the top to kind of
give it that conical shape. That's sonething that
could be | ooked at if we're going to go that

rout e.

MR, LYNCH M. Libertine, rather than
have a tapered top on the tree, | know there's a
couple that we've tal ked about, the one in Wndsor
that's like flat on top?

THE W TNESS (Li bertine): Correct.

MR. LYNCH. Is that sonething that
coul d be used al so?

THE W TNESS (Libertine): Oh,
certainly, yes. Again, it would just be a | ower
profile at the top because we don't have to extend
out to canoufl age those | arge pl atforns.

MR. MERCIER: Now that we're tal ki ng
about the tree design, | have the photo sinulation
that was submtted on August 8th. | guess, if we
just review one nore tine for this site to the
phot o sinul ati on what the expected visibility
woul d be at the end of Country Club Drive for a
tree tower during |leaf-off and | eaf-on conditions.

And | guess also for that | would |ike

sone information regarding the four residences at

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the end. One is Ms. Sorrentino to the extrene
west. There's anot her house, nunber 50, which is
on the west side of the cul -de-sac. And then
there's two houses on the right side, which is
Nunber 41, and then there's a flag |ight, Nunber
35. I'mjust trying to review the visibility from
the end of the cul-de-sac plus those residences.
THE W TNESS (Libertine): Sure. The
photo sinul ation that was provided with the
cluster nount in a tree configuration, that was
taken at the end of Country Cub Drive, and that
Is looking at the alternate site | ocati on nunber 2
wth the | eaves off the trees prinmarily. So, as
you can see fromthat, there is a fairly
straightforward view fromthe cul -de-sac. |
believe all the hones at the cul -de-sac ground
el evation would be able to see this certainly with
the | eaves off the trees. | don't think the
Sorrentino's necessarily will have that type of
view. They're separated, and they're down | ower,
so there's a ot nore intervening vegetation.
Once the |l eaves are on the trees, | think there
w |l be sone spotty views, not so nmuch fromthe
cul -de-sac. M/ guess is probably nore fromfol ks

yards, or even their homes, dependi ng upon the
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angl es you're | ooking at, again, the three hones
nore or less at the elevation of the cul -de-sac.

Two things that are just ny personal
opi ni on. But having been involved with this for a
coupl e of years and | ooking at all these sites,
there was a reason we went down with the original
site at the bottomof the property, and that was
really to shield any views, or mnimze the views
fromas nmany people as possible. Bringing it up
to this location, it's pretty evident that we' ve
got a higher ground el evati on, which kind of gives
a lot of direct views at the end of the
cul - de- sac.

| personally wal ked the site and
advocated for alternate site 1, nostly to offset
the view that we're | ooking at here by bringing it
down. And | think the ball oon float photos from
the alternate analysis kind of do this justice.
It's very difficult to really see this tower when
it's set down below in both tinmes of the year just
because of the |Iower profile on the horizon, and
the fact that there's so nuch intervening
vegetation. | also think by noving it to the
alternate location 1, we were able to gain enough

di stance fromthe Sorrentino's to nore or | ess

15
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make that mnimally visible. Again, | think
certain tinmes of the year with the | eaves off the
trees, if you know what you're |ooking for,
whether it's a tower or a tree, there is going to
be an opportunity to see a portion of the
facility. Again, nmy personal feeling here is I'm
not sure a tree really is -- | wouldn't be a
strong advocate for a tree in this particular
situation. | don't think it necessarily | ends
itself. That's just nmy own personal opinion.

And, again, | guess | would say at
alternate |ocation 2, you could argue a tree is a
little less obtrusive. But if we were thinking
about alternate location 1, | don't think it would
be necessary at all just because there's such
mnimal visibility.

| hope that answered the question.

MR. MERCIER Let ne just reviewthat.
So pertaining to the tree at alternate 2 we just
tal ked about, you don't believe the Sorrentino
property would have nmuch of a view of the
structure --

THE W TNESS (Li bertine): Correct.

MR. MERCIER -- conpared to the other

t hree residences out there, the cul -de-sac?

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THE W TNESS (Libertine): Yeah, | think
nunmber 2, yeah, that's a statenent that | saw in
the field, or I was able to verify in the field.
| think it starts to open up nore views for nore
peopl e.

MR. MERCIER  And this photo sinulation
m ght be representative of what m ght be viewed
fromthe residences, the other residents, nunber
50, 41, 35, as well as the end of the cul-de-sac?

THE W TNESS (Li bertine): Yes, |'d say
that's representati ve.

MR. MERCI ER  Ckay.

THE WTNESS (Libertine): W didn't
have the opportunity to get in their backyards.
But, again, standing on our property, on the
subj ect property | ooking back, there are some gaps
in some of the vegetation that are simlar to what
we're seeing here. So | think it's a fair
representation.

MR MERCIER Now, in regards to
alternate site 1, which you just spoke about, did
you state that that's probably the nost isol ated
fromthe end of the cul-de-sac in the aspect of
visibility?

THE W TNESS (Libertine): Yes, | do.

17
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And | think it al so bal ances that, you know,

obvi ously the concerns that the Sorrentinos
brought up are legitimate. But noving it back to
that alternate | ocation, again, viewing it from

t hat spot | ooking back at the Sorrentino's, | was
very confident that it really did the job of
allowing for nore intervening vegetation to really
obstruct the views. It was very difficult to see
her honme fromthat |ocation, so that gave ne a
good confort level. And then when we flew the
bal | oon and conpared it to site 2, again, fromny
perspective aesthetically, |'ve been advocati ng
alternate site 1. | recognize there's other
chal l enges with that site location, but strictly
froman aesthetic standpoint, | think it's
significantly an inprovenent over alternate site
2.

MR. MERCI ER. Was t he phot ograph that
was submtted, the photo sinulation we're talking
about, was that based on the balloon fly that was
done in May? | think you did it in Muy.

THE W TNESS (Libertine): Yes, right
before the | eaves broke, yes. It actually was
G nco de Mayo.

MR. MERCIER  And you flew a green

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bal | oon at site 2?

THE W TNESS (Libertine): | would have
to double check that. | believe that's true.

Yes, it was a green balloon, and then a red
bal | oon was flown at site 1.

MR MERCIER Ckay. | do recall in the
transcript that Ms. Sorrentino said she saw t he
green balloon, so | just wanted to confirmthat.

THE W TNESS (Li bertine): That's ny
recoll ection as well, yes.

MR. MERCIER: Ckay. And one ot her
t hi ng you tal ked about, you don't believe that
site 1, which is 150-foot tower as proposed in the
docunents here, that that's a good site for a tree
tower given the height, | presune?

THE W TNESS (Li bertine): On,
absolutely. | don't believe a tree tower is
really going to be effective in any way. Again,
those are really site specific, and in this case |
just don't see the need for it. |It's alnobst an
I nvisible | ocation back there from surroundi ng
| ocati ons.

MR. MERCI ER:  Thank you. | have no
ot her questi ons.

SENATOR MURPHY:  Dan.

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MR, LYNCH: M. Libertine, |I'm not
hearing too well. D d | hear you correctly that
alternate site 1 could work very well with just a
st andard nonopol e?

THE W TNESS (Li bertine): | believe
t hat, yes.

MR. LYNCH: And one other followup for
M. Mercier. You said in the future that Verizon
may use the cluster nmounts nore often. Now, if
that's the case, is there any possibility that
you' d go back to existing towers and antennas and
swap them out for the cluster nounts?

THE W TNESS (Laredo): W are doing
that right now

MR. LYNCH. Okay. Thank you. No nore
questi ons.

SENATOR MURPHY: Bob?

MR. MERCIER. No nobre questions from
nme. Thank you.

SENATOR MURPHY: M. Hannon?

MR. HANNON: Thank you. | do have a
couple. One of the comments that was provided on
behal f of Ms. Sorrentino was tal ki ng about the
stai ned wood fence for the conpound. Based on

what |'ve seen on the photos, and granted, it's a
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photo simulation for nore what's up in the air,
what are the odds that site 1 or site 2, the
alternates, would you have a chance of even seeing
t he conpound itsel f?

THE W TNESS (Libertine): 1In site
alternate location 1 at the | ower el evation you
would not see it fromany of these |ocations that
we're discussing at the cul -de-sac, or even the
Sorrentino's.

| think site 2, | think certainly the
t hree hones that are surroundi ng the end of that
cul -de-sac woul d have an opportunity, when the
| eaves are off the trees, to ook directly into
the site. So there's a good chance they'l|l see
portions of that conpound.

MR. HANNON: And in terns of a wooden
fence versus a chain-link fence, with canoufl aged
material that you can put through the |inks, do
t hey both do about the sane job? Mintenance w se
| would think that the chain-link fence is
probably easier to nmaintain.

THE W TNESS (Li bertine): Yes.

Strictly froma visual standpoint at the distances
we're talking, | think it's going to be just as

effective either way. |'mnot sure the aesthetics

21
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of a wooden fence would really be sonething that a
| ot of people would notice fromthose particul ar
vant age points. And again, it's really to
obstruct in sone way, or at |east mnimze the
direct views into the equi pnent, and a privacy
slatting of sone sort would certainly be nore than
effective to do that.

MR. HANNON: And just to clarify one
thing for ne. | think in terns of the gate that
was bei ng proposed, it was nore |like the netal cow
gate, but | thought | read sonething in the
transcri pt where sonebody nay have been tal king
about the possibility of a wooden gate. So what's
your take on that?

THE W TNESS (Wei npahl): That | think
cane up last hearing, and I think we're open to
any type of gate at that |ocation, a swng gate, a
wood gate. Well, wood wasn't preferred because of
t he mai nt enance, but a vinyl perhaps to nmatch the
conpound fence at alternate 2. Bl ack chain-1link
m ght hide itself very nicely in the wods, 10, 15
feet in you may not even knowit's there. So |
t hi nk the cow gate was renoved, and | think the
applicant is open to any ot her suggestions or

pr ef er ences.

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THE W TNESS (Libertine): W did answer
in one round of interrogatories that we'd
certainly be open to doing a wood gate | ocated, |
think it was like a 12-foot setback off of the
cul -de-sac. And certainly froman aesthetic
standpoi nt, that would | ook very nice.

MR. HANNON:. Has anybody done their
homewor k to determ ne whether or not you have to
pave the first 10 or 12 feet of the driveway?
Because that was a question that was raised
earlier. Because in an area like this, | don't
know what the town's driveway ordinance is. So if
you don't have to pave it, and you use sone type
of pavers, or you can backfill, plant grass, and
still get the stability that you need and not have
that 12-foot or 16-foot w de asphalt driveway, to
me that would | ook nore natural in this area. |'m
just curious if anybody has gone back and done any
homewor k on t hat.

THE W TNESS (Wi npahl): | don't
bel i eve that had been confirnmed yet as to whether
we needed to put an asphalt driveway or apron
versus sonething nore natural. Certainly if we
can go with a natural product, that woul d be

pr ef er abl e.

MR. HANNON:. Ckay. | do not have any
other questions at this tine.

SENATOR MURPHY: M ke.

MR. HARDER: One question, which may
actually be outside the scope of today's hearing,
but I wasn't able to attend at | east one of the
hearings. And nmy question is, ny concern is, |
guess, from |l ooki ng back over the application, |
t hought the alternative discussion, alternative
site discussion, was kind of weak. M/ question
is, was an eval uati on done, or any attenpt nade to
| ook at the open parcels imediately to the north
of this property? Because none of them are
mentioned. There's several, five or six sites, in
t he general area, but nothing related to those
parcel s.

THE W TNESS (Befera): W did | ook at
the parcels to the north, and they are so heavily
wooded that a nuch greater anount of disturbance
to vegetation would be required for a much | onger
road and clearing. W had a conversation with the
gent| eman who owns a parcel to the north, and he
was not i nterested. Fitzgerald, I think, is the
name that rings a bell.

So we decided to go with this property
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because the disturbance to the natural vegetation
woul d be m nim zed, as opposed to a quite
extensive clearing to get to parcels further back.

MR. HARDER: Ckay.

THE W TNESS (Libertine): 1'd also add
that this is a site that has been in the past
pur sued by AT&T, and then ultimately dropped
because it wasn't in their build plan, so that had
al so gone through a site search of a siml ar
nature. And | think when Verizon decided to take
a | ook, they went and nore or |ess reeval uated and
tried to speak to the folks. So this site has
kind of been in the search ring, and the nost
viable site for going back now five or six years.
So there is a history to that as wel|.

MR. HARDER: Thank you.

SENATOR MURPHY: Anyone el se have any?

MR. HANNON: | just want to go back to
a note that is on Cellco's responses. You talk
about you don't know if the cluster nounted
antenna configurati on would work for other
wireless carriers. Can you please go into a
little nore detail on that?

THE W TNESS (Laredo): Presently that's

a directive handed over to us as a region.
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MR. HANNON: \When you say "to us," do
you nean Verizon or all of the carriers?

THE W TNESS (Laredo): To us, Verizon
design team RF design team And we are not aware
of the current designs that other carriers are
implenenting in the field. So far, as far as ny
opinion goes, it's the first tine |I've seen a
carrier use a cluster nmount for these specific
applications, especially here in Connecticut. So
' mnot aware of any other carrier doing the sane
strategy at this point.

THE W TNESS (Befera): And | think that
Is in that answer kind of as a disclainer |ike
where we can't really make any representation as
to what another carrier's preference or what
another carrier is wlling or not willing to do.
So | think that it was nore of a general
di scl ai ner saying we can't speak for the other
carriers' desires, designs, and what they want to
do.

MR. HANNON: So then if a nonopine is
the route that the Council goes down, and |I'm
assum ng you woul d have to design that nonopine to
al so be able to take into consideration other

carriers that nay not have access to this nore
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conpact system that you'd still have to build it
out like normal, correct, or would you reduce the
si ze under the assunption that maybe everybody
could cone in with a conpact system but then
woul d you have to go back and do sone anendnents
to the nonopi ne?

THE WTNESS (Befera): WlIlIl, typically
they tend to taper like a Christmas tree design,
so that could possibly be accompbdat ed wi t hout
maki ng any nodifications. But if nodifications
are required to hide a future tenant's antennas
because they're using a nore traditional antenna
array, they can buy the branches and repl ace
shorter branches with |arger branches to
accommobdate it. And in nature, you know, trees
don't grow like Fuller brushes. They don't -- you
know, there's sonme irregularity to them So --

MR. HANNON: It's sonething that could
be accommodat ed?

THE W TNESS (Befera): Absolutely,
yeah. Branches can be swapped out for other size
br anches.

MR, HANNON: Ckay. Thank you. That
was it.

SENATOR MURPHY:  Bob.
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MR. MERCIER  You just brought up an
Interesting point. For existing tree towers of a
recent build, is there naintenance issues with the
branches? Do they wear out after ten years or
sonet hi ng, winter snow? Are you aware of any
ongoi ng nai ntenance issues with tree towers in New
Engl and?

THE W TNESS (Befera): None that we've
encountered yet. And tree towers, | think, have
been around for at least 10 or 12 years. So we
haven't experienced any issues with them W
actually have a nunber of themin Vernont where
that's all we did in Vernont for a nunber of
years, and no issues to speak of.

MR. MERCIER: Ckay. Thank you.

And, M. Libertine, we mght have
tal ked about this previously. | just want to
refresh my nenory. W just tal ked about alternate
site 1 and alternate site 2, you know, aspects of
a tree design, whether it's appropriate or not.
Now, how about a brown painted tower, would that
be of any benefit at either site rather than a
gal vani zed normal structure?

THE W TNESS (Libertine): The reason

|'mhesitating is only because, when | think of
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brown, 1've seen a |ot of the brown poles, and in
sone cases they tend to stick out as nuch, if not
nmore, than the steel because the steel does
weat her. Certainly in Southern New Engl and a | ot
of the trees have nore of a nottled, a |ot of
tinmes nore gray effect. So the brown works in
sone cases. Here | suppose an argunent could be
made t hat because it's buried in the woods that
painting it brown would certainly reduce sone
initial glare, although that's really not the
right word, attraction because of the netal
conponent to it. | don't think -- it certainly
woul dn't make it stand out anynore in this
particul ar setting.
