of a Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and
Public Need (Application) to construct and operate a
new electric substation and associated facilities in
the City of Bridgeport, Fairfield County, Connecticut
(Project).

As part of efforts to protect the Connecticut electric
grid from outages due to coastal flooding and storm
damage and to implement upgrades to the bulk
electric system in general, UI proposes to relocate
and rebuild its existing Pequonnock Substation,
located at 1 Atlantic Street. The Project entails the
construction and operation of a new transmission /
distribution substation approximately 0.15 mile to
the west of the existing substation at 1 Kiefer Street,
and the relocation of the existing transmission and
distribution lines that connect to the substation.
This effort will help to strengthen the transmission
and distribution system in the Bridgeport area,
allowing UI to continue to provide reliable service to
our customers.

Details on the Project will be included in UI’s
application to the Council.

If approved by the Connecticut Siting Council,
Project construction is expected to begin in the
third quarter of 2019. The new substation is
proposed to be completed and in-service by the end
of 2021.

HIV Testing and Comprehensive Prevention Services

The Connecticut Department of Public Health (DPH) TB, HIV, STD and
Viral Hepatitis Program announces the availability of fiscal year 2019
funds to implement comprehensive integrated HIV Prevention Services to
prevent new HIV infections and achieve viral suppression among persons
living with HIV. This request for proposal (RFP) will include funding for
Drug User Health services, formerly known as the Needle Exchange
Program. The integration of these programs allows each region to
operate in unison and maximize the impact of state and federal HIV
prevention funding. An integrated RFP strengthens implementation of
high impact prevention (HIP) by further allowing organizations to align
resources to better match the geographic burden of HIV infections within
their regions, improve data collection and use for public health action.

The CTDPH TB, HIV, STD and Viral Hepatitis Program is seeking
proposals from Connecticut community-based agencies, private
organizations, CT State agencies, or municipalities to provide the
following services: 1) HIV Testing in Community Settings or Routine HIV
Testing in Medical Settings. HIV Testing will include a Pre-Exposure
Prophylaxis (PrEP) Navigation component, 2) HIV Prevention for Drug
User Health Services, 3) Comprehensive HIV Prevention Services for
HIV negative and HIV positive persons. Services will be provided to
individuals at high risk of acquiring or transmitting HIV [i.e. HIV positive
individuals, men who have sex with men (MSM), persons who inject
drugs (PWIDs) and high risk heterosexuals]. This request for proposal is
a total of up to $3,470,000 annually of federal Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention (CDC) and state funds are available to support these
projects. Funding will be for a three year period beginning approximately
January 1, 2019 through December 31, 2021, subject to the availability
of funds and satisfactory program performance. Funding amounts may
decrease after the first year.

General Permit for Diversion of Remediation Groundwater

TENTATIVE DETERMINATION
The Commissioner of the Department of Energy and Environmental
Protection ("DEEP") hereby gives notice that a tentative determination
has been reached to renew with minor modifications the General Permit
for the Diversion of Remediation Groundwater.

COMMISSIONER’S FINDINGS/REGULATORY CONDITIONS
In accordance with applicable federal and state law, the Commissioner
has made a tentative determination that renewal with modification of
this general permit would cause minimal environmental effects when
conducted separately and would cause only minimal cumulative effects,
and will have no adverse effect on existing or potential uses of water for
potable water supplies, hydropower, flood management, water-based
recreation, industry or waste assimilation.

PROPOSED GENERAL PERMIT
This general permit regulates any diversion of remediation groundwater
greater than 50,000 gallons during any twenty four hour period diverted
or withdrawn to prevent, intercept, or treat a known or suspected
contamination or pollution plume, or well point de-watering as part of
soil remediation activities with certain provisions. This is a non-filing,
non-reporting general permit effective for a period of ten years from
issuance.

COMMISSIONER’S AUTHORITY
The Commissioner is authorized to issue this general permit pursuant
to section 22a-378a of the Connecticut General Statutes. This general
permit will authorize minor activities regulated by the Commissioner
under section 22a-365 through 22a-379 (Connecticut Water Diversion
Policy Act) of the Connecticut General Statutes.
