This hearing is held pursuant to the
provision of Title 16 of the Connecticut Ceneral

Statutes, and of the Uniform Adm ni strati ve
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Procedure Act upon an application fromU for a
certificate of environnental conpatibility and
public need for the Pequonnock Substation rebuild
project that entails construction, maintenance,
and operation of a 115/13.8 kilovolt gas insul at ed
repl acement substation facility |ocated on an
approximately 3. 7-acre parcel owned by PSEG Power
Connecticut, LLC, at 1 Kiefer Street in

Bri dgeport, Connecti cut.

Thi s application was received by the
Council on April 26, 2018. The appli cant
publ i shed notice of the filing of the application
to the Council in the Connecticut Post on
April 12th and April 16, 2016. The Council's
| egal notice of the date and tinme of this hearing
was published in the Connecticut Post on May 15,
2018.

Upon this Council's request the
applicant erected a sign at the proposed site so
as to informthe public of the name of the
applicant, type of facility, hearing date and
| ocation and contact information for the Council.
Thi s afternoon nenbers of the Council, staff and
public personally conducted a field review of the

proposed site in order to observe firsthand the
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potential effects of the proposal.

The hearing toni ght has been reserved
for the public to make short statenents into the
record. These public statenents are not subject
to questions fromthe applicant or parties, or the
Council. And nenbers of the public making
statenents may not ask questions of the applicant,
parties or Council. These statenents wll becone
part of the record for the Council, and a sign-up
sheet is available for those who wish to
partici pate.

As a rem nder to all, off-the-record
communi cation with a nenber of the Council or a
menber of the Council staff upon the nerits of the
application is prohibited by |aw

I wish to note for those who are here
and for the benefit of your friends and nei ghbors
who are unable to join us for the public coment
session, that you or they nmay send witten
statenents to the Council wth the 30 days of the
date hereof, and such witten statenents will be
gi ven the sane weight as if spoken at the hearing.

My nane is Rich Pinto. |'mthe project
manager for United Illumnating for this proposed
project. Just to give you a little background,

t he exi sting Pequonnock substation is 115 kV/ 13-8
open air substation that was built in 1956.

And over the years it has experienced
sone flooding, tw ce, Super Storm Sandy and Irene.
It al so has several asset condition issues
regar di ng nmai nt enance.

So the proposed project is to rebuild
and rel ocate the substation from cl oser --
adj acent to the Pequonnock River to an adjacent
parcel a little bit further inland. So the
project would extend the transm ssion system of f
the existing catenary system on the CDOT
Metro-North right-of-way, and it would al so extend
t hree under ground cabl es through that actually

cross the Pequonnock River, cone across and hit
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| and just south of the station. And then another
115-kV cable on Ferry Access road. All those
cabl es and the overhead will be rerouted into the
new proposed project.

The proposed project is a 115-kV gas
insulated swtchgear. It's a little bit different
than the open-air swtchgear that exists there
today. Construction is expected to start the
fourth quarter of 2019 with a conpletion date of
the fourth quarter of 2021.
