School Choice Applications

e Region 4 has been doing this for 4 years now

e RSCO transportation zone also covers part of Region 3 & 6

39 children in Region 4 have applications in 89 cannot apply because of their age or
program not meeting their needs

e Deadline has been extended until February
e 574 children are eligible, 141 of these children are placed in Hartford
e Transportation is an issue with many of these children
e Children not placed I Hartford cannot be transported
e Children in Region 4 that are 3 by December 1st =48
e 44=Hartford and 4= Manchester
e PreK, 6" grade and 9t grade are the only slots open
e  Chris wants the number of children applying
e CJTS & Congregate Care children are counted in the 826 in the Region
e Where are their applications?
e CREC will help with an application party
SBAC data
e DCF children doing bad in math-Region 4 only 3% met or exceeded the level
e Reading 79.9% failed to meet achievement level
e 20.6% met or exceeded the level
e We are getting data from SDE and using it
