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MEMORANDUM OF DECISION

This matter involves a new application for a grocery beer liquor permit for 7-Eleven, 517 Boston Post Road, Milford, Connecticut.  A formal administrative hearing was held before the Department of Consumer Protection on August 10, 2006.    Asif Iqbal, applicant and one of the backers, appeared at the hearing with counsel.  The hearing was held to determine whether the premises qualifies as a “grocery store” in accordance with Section 30-20(c), Connecticut General Statutes.   
Based upon the evidence adduced at the hearing, the following facts are found.  Liquor Control Agent Raia reviewed the documents submitted in conjunction with this application and conducted an on-site inspection.  The proposed premises was stocked with many snacks, candy, and such items as motor oil and antifreeze.  The most recent breakdown of sales form submitted for August 2006, accurately reflects the items Agent Raia observed offered for sale in the store.  No significant changes have been made to the store since Agent Raia’s on-site inspection.  Based upon his on-site inspection, as well as a review of the   breakdown of sales forms submitted by the applicant, Agent Raia found the proposed premises to be questionable as to whether or not it qualifies as a grocery store.  It does not appear operate as a grocery store within the meaning of Sec. 30-20(c), Connecticut General Statutes.  
 Accordingly, based upon the testimony and documents submitted at the hearing, the Department of Consumer Protection orders your application for a grocery store beer permit denied for failure to comply with the requirements set forth in Connecticut General Statutes, Sec. 30-20(c).
