Based upon the testimony and documents submitted at the hearing, the Department finds 
that current permittee does not have the right to occupy the permit premises, is out of 
business, and is in violation of Sec. 30-52(a) of the Connecticut General Statutes and ORDERS 
the permit revoked unless the permit is returned to the Department of Consumer Protection 
for cancellation by August 1, 2008.
