Recent Grant Awards

The Historic Preservation Council recently awarded the following grants, funded
by the Community Investment Account:

e Gaylord Hospital, Wallingford - $11,000 to hire a qualified consultant to
prepare a nomination of the hospital campus to the State Register of
Historic Places

e New Britain Public Library, New Britain -$20,000 to prepare plans and
specifications for the exterior restoration of the New Britain Public Library

e Irish American Historical Society - $2,690 to update the organization’s
website

In addition, the HPC awarded the Town of New Milford a federal Certified Local
Government Grant to help explore a new use for former East Street

School. The grant will fund a consultant to facilitate a public discussion of the
best reuse of the building.

Funding is available to municipalities and non-profits for planning
and restoration of historic resources. In addition, SHPO funds historic

Even the indoor bowling alley
remains intact.
