An Organics Recyeling Planning Tool Using GIS", September 2001,
funded by the Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection (CTDEP), and
prepared by Draper/Lennon Inc. and Atlantic Geoscience Corp. The SSOM generator
locations were derived from address matching with geo-coded street data. CTDEPFP
GIS basemap data was used for political boundaries and detailed road maps.
Displayed roads were selected by size from the 1994 TIGER roads data. Generator
data was obtained between October 2000 and May 2001, using existing databases,
surveys and direct contact.
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
