There is a locked electrical enclosure that contains the main electrical 

service for the platform.  We were unable to gain access to this 

cabinet to verify the exact size and condition of the main panel.  

However, the cabinet has only minor deterioration, is well 

maintained, and appears to be protecting the electrical equipment 

from harm.  There are a couple of non-GFCI receptacles mounted 

beneath the platform canopy that should be replaced with GFCI 

type receptacles. 

Luminaires are mounted beneath the canopy and measured an average of 

16.7 foot-candles, which is above the minimal light levels as 

recommended by the IESNA for train station platforms.  However, 

the lenses are yellowing and should be replaced to better replicate 

the luminaire manufacturers original design.
