On June 23, 2014, the Office of Health Care Access (“OHCA”) received your Certificate of Need

(“CON”) Determination Form on behalf of Western Connecticut Health Network, Inc. (“Petitioner” or

“WCHN™) with respect to the merger of Norwalk Health Services Corporation into Western Connecticut

Health Network, Inc. ‘

WCHN is an integrated health system comprised of three hospitals and their subsidiaries: Danbury
Hospital, New Milford Hospital and Norwalk Hospital. Norwalk Health Services Corporation serves as |
the parent entity for The Norwalk Hospital Association, the entity that owns and operates Norwalk
Hospital. Norwalk Health Services Corporation does not conduct any operations of its own. The
Petitioner is proposing the merger of Norwalk Health Services Corporation into WCHN in order to
eliminate Norwalk Health Services Corporation and realize various efficiencies and cost-savings through
the elimination of repetitive governance structures and financial reporting, As a result, Norwalk Hospital,
and its subsidiaries, will become direct subsidiaries of WCHN.

By way of an agreed settlement under Docket No. 13-31832-CON, WCHN and Norwalk Health Services
Corporation received CON authorization to establish a corporate affiliation between the two entities,
Pursuant to Paragraph 5 of the Agreed Settlement, WCHN and Norwalk Health Services Corporation are
required to obtain CON authorization “prior to any merger of Norwalk Hospital with any entities
controlled by Western Connecticut Health Network.” The merger of Norwalk Health Services
Corporation into WCHN constitutes a merger of Norwalk Hospital into WCHN. Therefore, OHCA
hereby determines that a CON is required for the proposed merger of Norwalk Health Services
Corporation into WCHN.
