This office represents Monroe Operations, LLC d/b/a Newport Academy (“Newport
Academy”). Iam writing with respect to the CON Determinations issued in November of 2014,
under Docket Nos. 14-31961-DTR and 14-31962-DTR (the “CON Determinations”™).

The CON Determinations properly reflect that Newport Academy intends to obtain
licenses from the Department of Children and Families (“DCF”) for its Day Treatment Programs
in Darien and Bethlehem.

The Petitioner wishes to establish a private freestanding facility for the care or treatment of
substance abuse or dependence in Bethlehem, Connecticut. The facility, to be named Newport
Academy, will provide day treatment for 18 to 20 year olds Monday through Friday from 9am to
6pm. Newport Academy has applied for the following licenses from the Depertment of Public
Health: Facility for the Care or Treatment of Substance Abuse or Dependent Persons; Psychiatric
Outpatient Clinic; and Mental Health Day Treatment. Additionally, the Petitioner has applied for
an Outpatient Psychiatric Clinic for Children license from the Department of Children and
Families.

Conn. Gen. Stat. § 19a-638(b)(13), exempts from certificate of need requirements a “program
licensed or funded by the Department of Children and Families, provided such program is not a
psychiatric residential treatment facility.” The Petitioner is not a psychiatric residential treatment
facility and will be obtaining its license from the Department of Children and Families in the
near future. Assuming the Petitioner receives its license from the Department of Children and
Families, no CON is required. However, if the Petitioner fails to obtain its license from the
Department of Children and Families, a CON would be required for the Petitioner’s proposal.
