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2014 -15 ED 513 Report - Reimbursement of Health Services for Children
in Nonprofit Private Schools

Section 10-217a of the Connecticut General Statutes requires each town or regional school district that provides health ser-
vices to children attending its public schools, in kindergarten through Grade 12, to provide the same services to children in
those grades who attend nonprofit private schools within their jurisdiction, when a majority of children in those nonprofit pri-
vate schools are Connecticut residents. In order to administer the grant program, which funds the health services in these
nonprofit private schools, the Connecticut State Department of Education (CSDE) has determined that information is needed
regarding the health services that participating towns or regional school districts provide to their public school children.

Form ED 513, which serves as the blueprint for each town or regional school district that delivers health services to children

attending its eligible nonprofit private schools, must now be completed online by the local or regional school district
of each participating town. Please note the following:

® Access the CSDFE’s data collection Web site at https://www.csde.state.ct.us and complete the 2014-15, infor-
mation for the ED513 report for your district by Monday, June 15, 2015;

® Follow the instructions for the security pop-up windows until reaching the Web page that lists the various De-
partment data collection options. Click on “ED-513 Health Services Plan - Current and Prior Years”; and

®  You will need to contact your district’s “school business official” regarding access to the ED513 report on the
CSDF’s data collection Web site at https://www.csde.state.ct.us.

Annual Epinephrine Training Program for Connecticut’s Unlicensed School Personnel

Public Act No. 14-176, An Act Concerning the Storage and Administration of Epinephrine in Public Schools, amended Section
10-212a of the Connecticut General Statutes to require schools to administer epinephrine through a cartridge injector as
emergency first aid to students who experience a life-threatening allergic reaction, on school grounds, during regular school
hours, even when there is no parental authorization or a written order of a qualified medical professional.

Public Act No. 14-176 also requires the Departments of Education (CSDE) and Public Health to jointly develop, in consultation
with the School Nurse Advisory Council, an annual training program regarding emergency first aid to students who experience
allergic reactions. Training documents are available to Connecticut’s local and regional boards of education for use in training
school staff and is located on the Health Promotion Services/School Nurse Web site at www.ct.gov/sde/schoolnurse. The
training documents are listed alphabetically under the “Publication” section on the Web site as follows:

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2014-15 School Health Services Program Information Survey: PREVIEW

Thank you for your efforts last year with the Health Services Program Information Survey (Survey). A copy of the report along
with the 2004-14 Summary Highlights Report is available on the Connecticut State Department of Education’s (CSDE) Health

Promotion Services/School Nurse Web site at www.ct.gov/sde/schoolnurse.

Public Act No. 14-66, An Act Concerning Youth Athletics and Concussions requires that for the school year commencing July
I, 2014, and annually thereafter, the State Board of Education shall require all local and regional school districts to collect and
report all occurrences of concussions to the board. Each report shall contain, if known: (1) the nature and extent of the con-
cussion, and (2) the circumstances in which the student sustained the concussion. For the school year commencing July |,
2015, and each school year thereafter, the State Board of Education shall send a concussion report to the Department of Pub-
lic Health containing all of the information received. In addition, not later than October |, 2015, and annually thereafter, the
Commissioner of Public Health shall report to the joint standing committees of the General Assembly the findings of the con-

cussion report provided to the department.

In response to this new reporting requirement, the CSDE has incorporated concussion questions into the existing CSDE Sur-
vey that is completed annually by school nurses and school nurse supervisors throughout the state since 2004. While the full
completion of the Survey is not mandatory, the concussion questions must be completed by all local and regional school dis-

tricts in order to comply with the concussion reporting requirements of Public Act No. 14-66.

Over the past eleven-year period, response rates of Connecticut school districts have ranged from 61 to 89 percent, providing
valuable data that assists local and regional boards of education and state agencies with information on the health status of stu-

dents. We therefore encourage completion of the entire survey.

Important: The date for the release of the Survey is forthcoming. Please expect communication regarding the completion of
the Survey during or before the month of April 2015.

Develop a comprehensive school emergency plan with their schools and communities;
Develop specific intervention strategies for student with special needs; and
Collect and analyze data on school related injuries to improve student health.
