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Annual Identification of Students without Health Insurance

Section 10-206c of the Connecticut General Statutes requires that local school districts identify students who

lack health insurance and provide information to parents about state-sponsored health insurance programs for
children. This memo serves as a reminder to school districts of the requirement to annually identify students

without health insurance.

Approaches to identifying students who lack health insurance include capturing information from:
required health assessment forms for students entering school and again in Grades 6 or 7 and 9 or 10; and
annual emergency contact forms for all students enrolled in the district.

In addition to these approaches, individual school districts may have other systems in place, such as parent
liaisons, school-based health centers and family resource centers that may be critical partners in providing
families with information on Connecticut’s state-sponsored health insurance programs for children. A sample
flyer for parents or guardians that includes information on the HUSKY Health program, as well as Access
Health CT, Connecticut’s official health insurance marketplace, established to meet the requirements of the
federal Health Care Reform law (or Affordable Care Act) is located on page 2 of this edition of the School
Nurse Bulletin.
